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Literacy - Reading and Writing
We will have a daily phonics session, following the
‘Letters and Sounds' programme. The children
will be encouraged to put meaning to the marks
they make as they draw, write and paint, as well
as writing their names and other recognisable
letters. We will be learning the stories 'The Very
Hungry Caterpillar’ and 'Peace at Last'.
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Our topic this term is Changes. The children have
thought about what they would like to cover in our
topic and are excited about looking at birthdays,

themselves as babies and night time.
The children’s interests will continually be used to
inform the direction which our topic takes.

Understanding the World -

Technology
Th.e children will be encouraged to share

Thefr family experiences with the class

during circle times. The children will
explore similarities and differences in
relation to each other and their families
and what makes them unique, including
how they grow up over time.

Personal, Social and Emotional Development
At the start of term the emphasis will be on encouraging the
children to play together and to develop friendships. They
will be helped to settle into the daily routines and supported
to become happy and confident in their new class/school.
The children will be encouraged to express their feelings
and to respect the feelings of the other children and adults.
